Comes to Hope Hill

� anks to the ministry of a couple from Trout, LA, the 
girls at Hope Hill Children’s Home had an experience of a 
lifetime.  Paul and Joanna Dailey are the founders of Wild 
Horse Ministries and travel the country to share their 
message of hope and God’s grace.  What was supposed to 
be a onetime demonstration for the kids in their church 
youth group has since become their life’s mission.

Paul has been described as a horse whisperer,  but is a 
self-described “country boy”.  In each demonstration he 
works with a horse that he has never seen and that has 
never been ridden.  � e goal is to take an unbroken horse 
and by the end of one to two hours have the horse under 
saddle and be riding it around the ring.  � ose who know 
horses understand what a feat this is.  However, even 
more amazing than that, is how Paul shares a message 
throughout the demonstration that relates the process 
of breaking a horse to the process we go through in 
surrendering our lives to Christ.

As we watched, the horse began to trust Paul and respond to his leading to the point that she laid down and 
surrendered to his will.  And though 
Paul released her saddle as soon 
as she lay down, she stayed there 
waiting for him.  It was incredibly 
moving to then watch as nearly all 
the girls gathered around and cried 
out to God.  It was a blessing to 
witness something so powerful and 
to see lives impacted through this 
demonstration.
